7,6 cm PaK 40 byl objednavn v roce 1939 u firmy Rheinmetall-Borsig. Némecka rozvedka zjistila totiz informace
o pripravovanych silné pancéfovanych sovétskych tancich. Sice byl pravé do vyzbroje zavadén kandn 5,0 cm
PaK 38, ale panovala obava, Ze by svou razZi a ucinnosti na nové protivniky nemusel stacit. Pii vyvoji nového
kandnu firma Rheinmetall-Borsig vySla pravé z navrhu kandénu 5,0 cm PaK 38, ale vétsina dil( byla zesilena,
hlinikové c¢asti nahrazeny ocelovymi a do$lo k vyrobné technologickému zjednoduSeni. Vznikl vynikajici
protitankovy kanon, ktery byl vyrabén aZz do kapitulace Némecka v roce 1945. Bylo ho vyrobeno pres 23000
kusu. Dalsich asi 3000 hlavni bylo pouZito k vyzbrojeni stihact tankd. Pro montaz v bojovych vozidlech vznikla i
varianta 7,5 cm KwK, lisici se zavérem a pouZzitim upravené munice s elektrickym odpalovanim. K jednotkam
Wehrmachtu se 7,5 cm PaK dostal jiz na konci roku 1941 a od roku 1942 se pouZival bojové. Némecké vojenské
sloZky jej pouZivaly az do kapitulace, protoZze az na konci valky se objevily tanky, castecné odolné zasahu timto
kanonem (M26 Pershing, tanky IS-2 nebo pozdni varianty tanku Churchill). Beéhem valky byl kanon montovan i
na jiné lafety neéz protitankové, vzniklo tak vicetucelova /polni déla 7,5cm FK7M59 a 7,5cm FK7M85. Béhem
valky byly 7,56 cm PaK 40 dodany i némeckym spojencim, Finsku, Rumunsku, Slovenskému $tatu, Madarsku.
Velké mnoZstvi kanonu ukofistil Sovétsky svaz, ktery je pouzil v bojich na Vychodni fronté. Koristni kanény se
objevili ve vyzbroji mnoha armad, kromé jiz zminénych to byly armady Ceskoslovenska, Norska, Rakouska,
Albanie, Bulharska. Nejdéle patrne vydrzely ve vyzbroji Finské armady, ale prim posledniho bojového nasazani
patfi pravdépodobné armadé Vietnamské demokratické republiky. Ta nasadila ze Sovétského svazu v
padesatych letech dodané koristni 7,65 cm PaK 40 ( v Sovétském svazu byla po valce pro tyko kanony vyrabéna
munice) v bojich valky ve Vietnamu jesté na konci Sedesatych let.

The development of the 7.5cm PaK 40 gun begun at Rheinmetall-Borsig in 1939 after the German intelligence
had learned of the new type of Soviet heavily armoured tanks being developed at the time. Although the 5.0 cm
PaK 38 gun was being introduced into the service then, there were concerns about its effectiveness against the
new equipment of the enemy. While developing the new weapon, Rheinmetall-Borsig based it closely on its
predecessor, the PaK 38, only reinforcing the majority of its components mainly by replacing aluminium in the
construction by steel and also the production was made simpler. All these improvements gave birth to the new
and more powerful anti-tank gun which eventually remained in production until Germany’s capitulation in 1945.
The production gave a total of overthan 23,000 guns. Another 3000 barrels was mounted to tank destroyers. The
7.5cm KwK variant was designed to be used with armoured vehicles, differing mainly by the breech type and the
type of ammunition which was fired electrically. The 7.5cm PaK guns reached Wehrmacht units already at the
end of 1941 and since 1942 the type was used operationally. The German military continued to use the gun until
the end of the war because it was only then when the new and more powerful type of tanks partially immune to
being hit and destroyed by the PaK 40 reached the service of the Allies (namely the M26 Pershing, IS-2 or the late
versions of the Churchill). During the war, the PaK 40 was also mounted on other types of gun carriages than
strictly the anti-tank ones, and so the 7.5cm FK7M59 and 7.5cm FK7M85 multi-purpose field guns were created.
The 7.5cm PaK 40 guns were exported to the armies of other countries fighting alongside Germany as were
Finland, Rumania, the Slovak State or Hungary. A large number of these guns were captured by the Soviet Union
which put them to use on the Eastern Front. These captured PaK40s also found their way to the armies of many
other countries such as Czechoslovakia, Norway, Austria, Albania or Bulgaria. The longest they remained in
service was with the Finnish Army, however the latest recorded combat use apparently took part during the
Vietnam War as the army of the Democratic Republic of Viethnam deployed their guns (received from the Soviet
Union in the 50s, the munition had been produced there since 1945) against the US forces as late as at the end of
the 1960s.
