Na zacatku tficatych let minulého stoleti se objevily v Evropé informace o v USA pfipravovanych vykonnych d
opravnich letounech. Jednomotorové stroje firem jako Lockheed, Northrop ¢i Douglas pfekonavaly evropkou konku-
renci velmi vyrazné. Akdyz spole€nost Swissair objednala v USA Lockheedy Orion, musela na to spole¢nost Luft Hansa reagovat. TéZko by
mohla konkurovat na expresnich spojich stroji o cca 100 km/h pomalejSimi. Objednala proto u firmy Junkers jednomotorovy stroj se
zatahovacim podvozkem pro pilota, radistu a Sest cestujicich. Konstruktér Dipl. Ing. H. Pohlmann navrhl pomérné elegantni stroj s ovalnym
skorfepinovym trupem a hladkym kovovym potahem a kridlem lichobéZznikového pldorysu s typickymi junkersovskymi kiidélky a klapkami.
Podvozek se sklapél vpfed do gondol v centroplanu. Potah vnéjSich ¢asti kfidla a ocasnich ploch byl tvofen jemnym vinitym plechem. Stroj
s oznacenim Ju 60 vzlétl poprvé 8.11.1932. P¥i testech se ukazalo nékolik nedostatk(, nejvétsim bylo pfili§ vzadu umisténé tézisté. Stroj
zkousela i Luftwaffe, nakonec se vratil k spolecnosti Deutsche Lufthansa (jméno spole¢nosti se mezitim zménilo). Druhy prototyp, s
pfepracovanym centroplanem, podvozkem zatahovanym naplocho do trupu a s hladkym potahovym plechem byl aerodynamicky jemné;si
a byly na ném odstranény problémy s tézistém. Dostal oznaceni Ju 160V-1. Ju 160V-2 byl postaven ve vojenské Stabni verzi. Sériové stroje
objednala jak Deutsche Lufthansa, tak Luftwaffe. Bylo jich vyrobeno celkem 47, véetné prototypli. V roce 1941 byly stroje Deutsche
Lufthansy predany Luftwaffe. Tam létaly az do roku 1944, kdy byly vyfazeny. Kromé sluzby u vy$e zminénych uzivatelll v Némecku létal
jeden Ju 160 u firmy Weserflugzeugbau jako sluzebni a tfi stroje pouzival o vyzkumné stfedisko DVL. Jeden stroj pouzivala mandzuska
spole¢nost Manshu Koko Yusokabushiki Kaisha a jeden |étal u Cinsko-némecké spole¢nosti Eurasia.

At the beginning of the 1930s rumors about prepared powerful airliners came from USA. Single-engined Lockheed, Northrop or Douglas
aircraft surpassed their European counterparts. Eventually, when Swissair ordered Lockheed Orions in USA, Lufthansa had to respond.
Lufthansa could hardly compete on express lines with aircraft 100 kmh slower. Therefore Lufthansa issued Junkers Company to design
single-engined aircraft equipped with retractable undercarriage manned by pilot and radio operator and cabin for six passengers. Junkers
designer Dipl. Ing. H. Pohlmann designed relatively sleek machine with oval monocoque fuselage and smooth skin and trapezoid wing
equipped with typical Junkers ailerons and flaps. The undercarriage was retracted forward into nacelles in the central wing section. The
outer wing sections and tail planes were covered by slightly corrugated metal skin. The maiden flight of the prototype designated Ju 60
occurred on November 8, 1932. The trials revealed several deficiencies with the worst being the aft shifted centre of gravity. The aircraft was
trialed by Luftwaffe but was eventually returned to Deutsche Lufthansa (meanwhile the company's name changed). The second prototype
featured reworked central wing section, the undercarriage now retracted flat into the fuselage and overall smooth skinning was
aerodynamically clean. Further, the centre of gravity issue was corrected. It was designated Ju 160V-1. Ju 160V-2 was built as military
communication plane. The production was ordered both by Deutsche Lufthansa and Luftwaffe. In total, 47 aircraft were produced including
prototypes. In 1941 Deutsche Lufthansa handed over its aircraft to Luftwaffe, which used them until 1944 and later scraped them. Except of
the service in Germany, one Ju 160 was used by Weserflugzeugbau Co. as liaison and three machines were used by DVL research facility.
One machine was used by Manshu Koko Yusokabushiki Kaisha and another by Chino-German Eurasia Company.
