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DH.98 Mosquito PR.XVI

@ Instructions / Navod

The de Havilland Mosquito was a versatile twin-engine aircraft that was one of the best aircraft of the Second World War. It was not without reason that it was
called the ‘Wooden Wonder’. However, its development was complicated. The British Air Ministry issued two specifications for the development of bombers before
the Second World War, P.13/36 and later B.9/38. These led to the construction of medium or heavy bombers with defensive turrets, such as the Avro Manchester,
Lancaster and H.P. Halifax. Geoffrey de Havilland and his company had already been engaged in the construction of highly aerodynamic aircraft, both from wood
and metal, before the Second World War. Therefore, he was convinced that an aerodynamically clean type of bomber with two powerful engines would surpass
the requirements of these specifications. The Air Ministry did not show interest in this concept for a long time. It was not until late 1939 that the project received
support. The Air Ministry issued specifications B. 1/40, which called for a very fast unarmed twin-engine bomber and reconnaissance aircraft. They were joined by
specifications F.21/40, calling for a fighter variant armed with cannon and machine guns. However, design work was stopped in June 1940, because the Minister
of Aircraft Production Beaverbrook ordered the concentration of production on five already produced aircraft types (Spitfire, Hurricane, Wellington, Whitley and
Blenheim). The work on the new type was resumed in July 1940 and continued quickly. The first prototype W4052 flew for the first time on 25 November 1940. Its
performance was excellent, it was, among other things, about 40 km faster than the Spitfire Mk.II. The aircraft's construction was all-wood, sandwich, the fuselage
and wing parts were made by laminating a sandwich of plywood and balsa. The prototype and the first versions were powered by Merlin engines with single-stage
compressors. The aircraft, officially named Mosquito, were delivered as night fighter MK.H1, fighter-bomber Mk. VI, bomber B Mk.1V and reconnaissance PR MK.1
and IV. The Mosquito was very fast, agile and heavily armed in fighter-bomber and night fighter variants. In order to maintain the performance advantage of the
Mosquito, versions powered by Meriin engines with two-stage compressors were developed. The new engines had significantly more power at higher altitudes.
The first to receive them was the Mosquto PR Mk. VIl version, produced in a few pieces (Merlin 61). Significantly more Mosquito PR and B Mk.IX were produced.
These variants were powered by Merlin 72/73. The B Mk.IX was delivered with a classic bomb bay or with a bomb bay extended to carry Cookie bombs.
Production of this version was stopped in favour of the PR and B Mk XV versions, which were equipped with a pressurized cockpit. Later examples of the ‘sixteen’
were additionally given the more powerful Merlin 76/77. A small batch of lightweight high-altitude Mosquito PR MK.32 with an extended span and Merlin 113
engines was derived from the PR Mk.XVI version. A high-altitude version of the PR Mk.34 with an extreme range of up to 5600 km was produced for the Pacific
theatre of war.

The performance of the PR Mk.XVI version was so high that enemy fighters could hardly threaten it. The performance of these aircraft caused complete
Mosquitomania in the Luftwaffe. Not only the Germans tried to find any possible way to shoot these aircraft down, but German aircraft industry was also required to
desing and develop an aircraft of similar quality and also made of non-deficit materials. The reconnaissance Mosquito PR Mk.XVis operated from the British Isles
and ltaly over the whole of Europe. But not only overthere, it was also deployed against Japan as the British Mosquitoes operated from India. The RAAF deployed
the Mosquito PR Mk.X Vi for reconnaissance from bases in northern Australia.

Wooden Wonder'. Jeho vznik byl ale komplikovany. Britské ministerstvo letectvi vydalo pfed druhou svétovou vélkou dvé specifikace na vyvoj bombardérd,
P.13/36 a pozdéji B.9/38. Ty vedly ke konstrukci stfednich nebo tézkych bombardéri s obrannymi véZemi, jako byly Avro Manchester , Lancaster a H.P. Halifax.
Geoffrey de Havilland a jeho firma se jiz pfed druhou svétovou valkou vénovala konstrukci vysoce aerodynamickych letadel, jak ze dfeva, tak z kovu. Proto byl
plesvédcen, Ze aerodynamicky Cisty typ bombardéru se dvéma vykonnymi motory by poZadavky téchto specifikaci pfekonal.

Mosquito PR Mk.XVI, A52-600, No. 87 Sqn. RAAF, at Morotai, August 1945. A52-600
was assigned to No.87 Sqn. RAAF in early March 1945. By August 1945, it had flown 21
dangerous reconnaissance missions. Mission symbols were painted in the form of
cameras on the port side of the nose. After the war, it participated in the mapping of
Australia. The wreck of this Mosquito has been preserved to this day. It is now owned by
the RAAF Museum Point Cook and has been partially restored. The Mosquito Aircraft
Association of Australia also participated in the restoration. Hopefully, the restoration wilf
continue.

Mosquito PR Mk.XVI, A52-609, No. 87 Sqn. RAAF, F/L W. Maitland and F/O W. Reedy,
Coomalie Creek Base, Australia, 15August 1945. A52-609 took off on the last combat mission
of No. 87 Sqn. RAAF during the Second World War. It was a reconnaissance flight over the
isfand of Timor. During this mission it was recalfled because Japan had surrendered. After
returning, the crashed Mosquito A52-611 was ceremonially burned to celebrate the end of the
war. When it flew on 15 August 1945, A52-609 had the symbols of four reconnaissance
missions painted under the cockpit. Shortly after the end of the war (no later than 20 August
1945) they were removed and the inscription Bosko's Bus appeared in their place. A52-609
was normally flown by pilot F/Lt N.G. ‘Bosko' Johston and navigator F/O H.L. 'Laurie'
Williamson. A52-609 crashed on take-off at Balilpapau on 27 January 1946 and was
destroyed (scrapped from RAAF service in April 1946)
